Military Sexual
Trauma Matters

An 18-year-old woman enlisted in the United States Army excited to serve her country
and dreaming of a long career as a military police officer. Less than one year later,
however, she was sexually assaulted by two fellow soldiers in three separate incidents.
One of these soldiers, a sergeant in her direct chain of command, raped her the second
time to retaliate against her for reporting the first assault. The incidents of military
sexual trauma (MST) had a profound impact on her mental health and continue to limit
her ability to function effectively in her day-to-day life. The Department of Veterans
Affairs (VA) provides that veterans with disabilities resulting from MST may receive
compensation if the relevant disability can be shown to be connected to the veteran’s
military service. In 2013, the woman first filed a claim with the VA for compensation for
her service-related PTSD. The VA denied her claim.

Through the National Veterans Legal Services Program, Hunton Andrews Kurth got
involved in an appeal. Over nearly two years and 2,400 pages of Army documents later,
ateam led by New York lawyers Maeve Olney and Jenna Rode located supporting
evidence and filed a brief with the VA. In May 2018, the Board of Veterans Appeals
reversed the claim denial and granted service connection for PTSD resulting from MST.

In January of 2019, the firm’s client was awarded approximately $88,000 in back pay,
representing compensation wrongly withheld as a result of the earlier claim denial.

She will also receive approximately $1,400 per month going forward as disability
compensation. The veteran client is grateful, not only with the award but because the VA
has finally acknowledged her trauma.
